Volunteer Committee Descriptions

Art Literacy:
Art appreciation program introduces new artist and technique to the students.   Responsibilities include:   teaching the lesson 6 times per year, presenting the artist via slide show and finally ending with the production, art the students actually do and take home.

Art Night:

June 10th.  Students showcase their finest work from art class and art literacy.  Takes place late spring.  Point is for students to see their hard work appreciated.  Work w/Mrs. Whitehead to plan event.  Display, mount and setup event.

Art Room Volunteers:
Help Mrs. Whitehead mount work, load/unload kiln, help sort art.  

Book Fair:
Help set up book fair, assist students w/selecting books in the fall and spring.

Box Tops:

Advertise, coordinate and report on the collection of General Mills boxtops for Cedar Mill.  Keep parents motivated by keeping them updated with what has been purchased for the school with the proceeds in newsletter.

Carnival:

June 10th.  MANY opportunities and levels of commitment for this… largest event of the year.  Time required varies, longer term commitment requires attendance @ meetings, “day of” helpers only requires availability day of.
Classroom Parents:
Two per class.  Promotes communication, interaction and participation of parents.  Enhancing teaching environment by assisting teacher w/various projects and tasks.  Responsibilities include coordinating class activities, including field trips and special events.  Develop/maintain class email list to distribute class, school or PTC info.  Coordinate w/teacher to maintain class calendar and provide reminders to parents of upcoming events.  Ideally should attend monthly PTC meetings.

Clothes Closet/Lost and Found:
Keep school tidy and help students retain their possessions.  1 x per mo., check through and return labeled items to owners w/5th grade helpers.  2 x’s per yr., launder and transport unclaimed items to Clothes Closet.  30 min. monthly, 1 hr twice per yr.

Communications/Marketing:
Create and facilitate a monthly PTC newsletter to all CME families.  Collect and disseminate important information on upcoming events and activities, make signs, etc.

Escrip:
2-3 hrs/mo.  Research market and existing Escrip program - fund raising program that allows participating merchants to contribute a percentage of grocery, credit/ATM, loyalty card purchases to CME.  Market program through Lumberjack Edge, PTC website, take home fliers and forthcoming PTC newsletter.

Family Dine Out Events:
2/3 hrs. per mo.  Pizza nights, local restaurants, ice cream parlors, bowling alleys, etc.  Coordinate w/participating establishments, send out “how to’s, when/where’s” to the parents/students of CME.  Great way to connect w/our local businesses.

Family Activity Nights:
Movie Night-Oct. 22 (Halloween theme.)  Movie/Food Drive Night-Dec. 10 (Holiday theme.)  Bingo Night-Apr 15.  Need folks to organize/run these events.  Also need additional hands to help and solicit help.


Field Day:

Support sports oriented activity day in mid June.  Help teach and organize teams, keep games going.  2-3 hour shift.

5th Grade Dance:
Help organize dance, dj, lighting, games.

5th Grade Send-off:
Special event for graduating 5th graders.  Plan class gift to school and develop memory book.  Plan full day send off including tour of the middle school and celebratory events.

Fun Run Fundraiser:
Seasonal fundraiser that generates funds directly for the PTC.  Help prepare sponsorship documents, tabulate results, count monies and volunteer day of.  Support, motivate students and keep track of laps as they run.  

Grounds Clean up and Beautification:
Support school pride and spirit by enabling kids to take care of their own school.  Organize a work crew, or be a part of a work crew to clean up and care for the school gardens and playground.

Health/Vision Screening:
Help manage school sponsored health and vision screening.  Keep kids in line during their wait for testing, conduct vision screening, training provided.

Interpreter:
Help keep families in the loop by enabling communication between the school and the ESL homes.  Be available for occasional phone calls to ESL homes.   Understanding of cultural differences and perceived barriers to participation.

Kindergarten Round Up:

Help/welcome and introduce Kindergarten classroom to incoming Kindergarteners.  Identify attendance and schedule with school secretary and kindergarten teachers and coordinate volunteers for the incoming kindergarteners and parents.  Offer sign up for play dates to develop relationships prior to day one.

Library Assistance:

Help Mrs. Butler during library period.  Check-in, out and/or repair books.  Help students find level appropriate books.  Training provided.

Pancake Breakfast:

Feb. 11th.  Help fourth graders raise money for overnight field trip.  Direct 4th graders and teach requirements of event planning such as the pancake prep, room setup, advertising, etc.

Passport Club:

Help students stretch their geographical interest by quizzing them.  Students are provided an age appropriate number of disparate countries around the globe to study and are individually asked to find them on a map two wks later.  

Photographer/Historian:

Create photographic record of CME student activities.  Photographer attends or sends representative to school events and keeps historical record of general school activities and school functions.  (Art Literacy, Carnival, Fun Run, etc.)  Where appropriate, get parent approval for use in promotional materials or website.

Picture Day:

Help manage sorting of students during picture day.  Keep kids in line during their wait, comb hair, etc.

Positive Behavior Store:
Motivate students by supporting the positive behavior program.  Students can use their “Gotchas” to buy pencils, folders and t-shirts.  Keep a tally, non-monetary exchange in store setting at the school.  Need two volunteers every Friday.

PTC Bulletin Board:

Update bulletin boards w/upcoming events, pictures, contact info, etc.

Read a thon:

Motivate students by supporting their reading program.  Help organize read-a-thon and track classroom progress toward goals.

Reading Train:

Reading train supports more challenged students in their reading curriculum.   Come in once or twice a week for 30 minutes to guide reading through the year.  Training provided.

Roster:

Create school roster to support communication between families and volunteerism.  Request and tabulate contact info for school roster.  Completed and distributed before Thanksgiving.

Science Fair:

Help support fun science fair open to all students.  Setup tables and/or judge exhibits.  Training provided.

Science Kits:

Help inventory the Foss Science Kits.  Count the items in the kit and order new supplies.

Staff Appreciation Week:

Week long event during teacher appreciation week in May where our school bands together to formally appreciate our staff!  Volunteers will help to thank our staff by bringing in breakfast, gathering items for gift baskets, cards from our children or anything that will help to officially say "thank you"!  Volunteers will also help by organizing an "all staff" catered meal so that the teachers may enjoy a meal together while parents handle the playground duties!  It's a lot of fun and there are many ways to be involved with this week-long event!


Staff Potluck Lunches:
Bi-monthly event to regularly appreciate our staff!  We are asking for volunteers to provide the decorations and/or potluck style dishes for our staff to enjoy during their lunch breaks (11:00am-1:00pm).  A sign up will go out before each event.
T-Shirts:

Builds school spirit and brings together students.  Plan and coordinate payment, creation and distribution of shirts.

Thursday Work Party:
Volunteers meet every Thursday morning starting at 8:30am in the office work room to do projects in support of the entire school and staff.  Help is needed to photocopy, laminate and trim, and do other special requests.  No experience is necessary and drop-ins are welcome.  Commitment:  No specific time commitment required
